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universally — 40 percent. If you do not pass, you must normally take the failed assessment/s
again (a ‘refer’) and, if you pass, the University will record a mark capped at the pass mark,
either for the individual assessment(s) or for the whole module, whichever gives the better
outcome for you. A maximum of two attempts is normally
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
